If a dog is 
entered in more than one class at these events, the AKC  Recording Fee is to be collected on the first entry only and 
the AKC Event Service Fee is to be collected on each of the entries of that dog. (AKC Rules, Chapter 11, Sec. 2). 
(There is NO Recording Fee of Event Service Fee for Sweepstakes or Special Attractions). 
    Returned Checks do not constitute a valid entry fee.  The Secretary will add a collection fee to each returned check.   
    No space will be provided for unentered dogs at these shows.  No unentered dogs or puppies will be allowed inside 
the show limits. 
    Dogs need be present only for scheduled judging and will be released if not needed for further judging. During the 
hours of judging owners are to be on call and have their dogs ready to bring into the judging ring promptly, in order that 
the judging will not be delayed.

The Judges will not wait for any dog 
holding up a class.
